he history continues. The Pioneers
and the Calgary Exhibition and
Stampede.

The association of the Pioneers
with the Calgary Exhibition and
Stampede goes back before the turn
of the century. In 1884 a group of
pioneers petitioned and established
the Calgary and District Agricultural
Society, thus helping to start the
CE&S. In 1899 the name was
changed to the Inter-Western Pacific
Exhibition. In 1911 another name
change occurred, to the Calgary
Industrial Exhibition Co. and in 1933
the name changed again to its pre-

sent name, the Calgary Exhibition
and Stampede. During the fall and
winter of 1884-85 the CE&S, with aid
from the CPR, filled an express car
with samples of agricultural products
grown in Alberta and took a tour of
Canada promoting our city. In 1886
and to follow, the CE&S held yearly
fairs on the Exhibition grounds and
in 1912 the CE&S expanded the fair
to include a rodeo. As you all are
aware, today the CE&S is known
world over.

Many, many of our Old Timers
were competitors in the Stampede
events and others worked in different

areas to help make the CE&S what it
is today. Today a dedicated group of
SAOT has worked long and hard
and have compiled a special tribute
to our great history in the form of a
picture display. This interesting col-
lection of artifacts is featured during
Stampede Week for all to see. We all
should take time to visit the Big Four
Building during Stampede Week and
see this amazing collection of old
time pictures — not only of the Stam-
pede events, but of the history of
towns, private residences and other
events around our province.

Family History

Mrs. George E. (Mary) Jacques

orn at Millbrook, Ontario on

June 3, 1856, Mary Christo
taught in the Indian Mission School
at Saugeen, Bruce Co., Ontario. On
August 20, 1879, she married George
Edwin Jacques, the son of Rev.
George Jacques, a Missionary to the
Indian Reserve. Early in 1880, Mary’s
husband left Peterborough and trav-
eled west to Alberta. An itinerant
jeweller and watch repairer, he
established his headquarters and
workshop in John Glen’s “stopping
place” at Fish Creek, from where he
traveled by stagecoach from Edmon-
ton to Fort Macleod. Thus, he
became the first jeweller in what is
now Alberta.

Later in 1880, on August 20th,
their first wedding anniversary,
Mary left Ontario with their infant
daughter Minnie, accompanied by
her father-in-law, to join her hus-
band at Fish Creek. The child died
en route at Fort Benton, Montana,
succumbing to the strain of the jour-
ney.At Fort Benton, another of the
Reverend’s sons, J.E. “Jimmy”
Jacques, joined Mary and Rev.
George Jacques. The party arrived in
Midnapore on November 14, 1880,
and it was decided that Mary
would stay at John Glen’s for
the winter where, for the next
four months, she taught read-
ing and writing to the native Indian
children of John Glen and his wife.

The following spring, Mary and
her husband, George E. Jacques, pur-
chased a log cabin in Calgary from
surveyor A.W. McVittie for $120 and
moved in on March 10, 1881. Now
preserved as a historical building
within Heritage Park, the log cabin

Calgary’s First White Woman

was originally situated near the old
North West Mounted Police barracks
in east Calgary, when the popula-
tion of the settlement was only 75
persons. Thus, Mary became the first
Anglo-Saxon woman to make her
home in Calgary. The neighbour-
hood men built some crude furni-
ture and Mary Jacques, with yards of
factory cotton, made curtains and
lined the walls for the winter. She
later acquired a stove, and George
made a wooden floor.

In 1882, her husband built the
first jewellery
store, adjoin-
ing their
home. The
store was
later moved
to Stephen
Avenue.In
1893, the ’
store was
replaced '

—
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by a two-storey sandstone building
at 123 - 8 Avenue SW, where George
operated his business until retiring
in 1911. George Edwin died in Cal-
gary in 1926; Mary’s death occurred
in 1939, after 58 continuous years as
Calgary’s first white woman to
reside in Calgary.

A daughter and two sons were
born to Mary and George Edwin in
Calgary: Winnifred in 1885; Harry
(a Calgary jeweller) in 1888; and
George Lindon (a Calgary funeral
director) in 1894. The lineage of the
Jacques Family residing continuous-
ly in Calgary since 1881 currently
descends through seven

generations.
